' BEHAVIOR INTENT/WHAT IT MEANS HOW TO RESPOND -

Puts closed (fist) right hand into open left hand and says "coke"

Puts open right hand into open left hand in a "karate chop" manner and
says money or “Qautuh!”

Shakes hand over an item while keeping eye contact
Rubs head hard, breaths hard

Laugh, smiles, tries to step on feet, put hands in others face, occasionally
pinches

Being very tired, doesn't want to interact with others

Locking doors, turning and off lights
